On Thursday 10 November 2011, the Plain
Packaging legislation was approved by the
Senate. This legislation is a world first and
sends a clear message that the glamour is
gone — from 1 December 2012 all tobacco
products sold in Australia will be in plain
packaging displaying images showing the
consequences of smoking.

In Australia, smoking causes 84% of new
lung cancers in men and 77% in women.
